OXFORD OPEN

The British Journal of Anaesthesia has joined ‘Oxford Open’, an optional open access initiative from our publishers,

Oxford University Press. Authors of accepted manuscripts will be asked if they wish to choose to pay for access to the

article to be made available immediately on publication. Oxford Open gives authors the opportunity to pay an ‘open

access’ publication charge to make their paper freely available online immediately via the journal’s web site. The

optional charge payable will depend on whether the Corresponding Author is based in an institution with an online

subscription to BJA and special charges will apply to authors in developing countries. Readers do not need a journal

subscription to view open access content. If an author does not choose to pay the open access publication charge, their

paper will be published in the normal manner (this usually means that it will only be available immediately to subscri-

bers).

Good peer-review is fundamental to the production of a high

quality anaesthesia journal and the BJA has indeed benefited

from the expertise of more than 1000 assessors over the past few

years. The aim of this workshop is to support and develop peer-

review skills in the context of the processes used by the BJA.

You will learn about the place of the reviewer in the publication

process and how this role relates to that of the editor. We will

discuss what makes a good article and how to spot common

flaws in study design, data presentation, and interpretation. You

will be given a guided tour of our on-line manuscript handling

software. Finally, we will discuss conflicts of interest and how

you can detect research and publication misconduct. In addition

to formal presentations, the day will benefit from open discussion

sessions and there will be plenty of opportunity to chat

informally with the workshop faculty who are past and present

members of the BJA editorial team.

While this meeting is intended principally for those who

currently review BJA manuscripts and those who would be

interested in doing so in future, the content will be relevant to

those who peer-review manuscripts for other journals. The

workshop will be of value also to those required to review

research proposals for the purposes of clinical trial registration,

research ethics committee approval and research grant awards.
